The next perl we worked out was to attach a spleklio the stern rail and use a line to assisaising and
lowering the motor. A couple of wraps around thaeok and Judy could hold in in place all day lonigile |
fiddled with the exact placement on the stern efdingy. It also saved my back when we removeckthe
gine, again Judy saved me work in scrubbing testvm by suggesting | hand a bath towel over #ra sind
let the motor slide down that rather than having phaint rub onto the fiberglass.
